15th Sunday after Pentecost - Tone 6 
  
  
  
Troparion: 
The angelic powers were at Thy tomb; the guards became as dead men.  Mary stood by Thy grave, seeking 
Thy most pure Body.  Thou didst capture hell, not being tempted by it.  Thou didst come to the Virgin, 
granting life.  O Lord who didst rise from the dead:  glory to Thee! 
  
O Prophet and Forerunner of the coming of Christ, in spite of our honor and devotion we are unable to give 
you worthy praise, through your glorious and noble birth your mother’s childlessness was ended, your 
father’s tongue was freed, and the incarnation of the Son of God was proclaimed to the world. 
  
Kontakion: 
When Christ God, the Giver of Life, raised all of the dead from the valleys of misery with His mighty hand, 
He bestowed resurrection on the human race.  He is the Savior of all, the Resurrection, the Life, and the 
God of all. 
  
Steadfast Protectress of Christians, constant advocate before the Creator, despise not the entreating cry 
of us sinners, but in your goodness come speedily to help us who call on you in faith.  Hasten to hear our 
petition and to intercede for us, O Theotokos, For you always ever protect those who honor you! 
  
Prokeimenon in the 6th Tone: 
O Lord, save Thy people and bless Thine inheritance! 
(Vs.)  To Thee, O Lord, will I call.  O my God, be not silent to me! 
  
Tone 7:   
Precious in the sight of the Lord is the death of His saints. 
  
Epistle: 
The reading from the Epistle of the Holy Apostle Paul to the Corinthians.  (2 Cor. 4:6-15)  
  
Brethren, for it is the God who said, "Let light shine out of darkness," who has shone in our hearts to give 
the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Christ.   But we have this treasure in earthen 
vessels, to show that the transcendent power belongs to God and not to us.   We are afflicted in every way, 
but not crushed; perplexed, but not driven to despair;  persecuted, but not forsaken; struck down, but not 
destroyed;  always carrying in the body the death of Jesus, so that the life of Jesus may also be manifested 
in our bodies.  For while we live we are always being given up to death for Jesus' sake, so that the life of 
Jesus may be manifested in our mortal flesh.  So death is at work in us, but life in you.  Since we have the 
same spirit of faith as he had who wrote, "I believed, and so I spoke," we too believe, and so we speak,  
knowing that He who raised the Lord Jesus will raise us also with Jesus and bring us with you into His 
presence.  For it is all for your sake, so that as grace extends to more and more people it may increase 
thanksgiving, to the glory of God. 
  
Brethren, the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,  gentleness, 
self-control; against such there is no law.  And those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh 
with its passions and desires.   If we live by the Spirit, let us also walk by the Spirit.  Let us have no self-
conceit, no provoking of one another, no envy of one another.   If a man is overtaken in any trespass, you 
who are spiritual should restore him in a spirit of gentleness. Look to yourself, lest you too be tempted.  
Bear one another's burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ.   (Gal  5:22-6:2)

Gospel: 
The Holy Gospel According to St. Luke.   (Chapter 5:1-11) 
    
At that time Jesus was standing by the Lake of Gennesaret.  And He saw two boats moored by the lake, 
but the fishermen had left them and were washing their nets.  And getting into one of the boats, the one 
that was Simon’s, He asked him to put out a little from the land.  And sitting down, He began to teach the 
crowds from the boat.  But when He had stopped speaking, He said to Simon, “Put out into the deep, and 
lower your nets for a catch.”  And Simon answered and said to Him, “Master, the whole night through we 
have toiled and have taken nothing; but at your word I will lower the net.”  And when they had done so, they 
caught a great number of fishes, but their net was breaking.  And they called to their comrades in the other 
boat to come and help them.  And they came and filled both the boats, so that they began to sink.  But 
when Simon Peter saw this, he fell down at Jesus’ knees, saying, “Depart from me, for I am a sinful man, 
O Lord,” For he and all who were with him were amazed at the catch of fish they had made; and so also 
were James and John, the sons of Zebedee, who were partners with Simon.  And Jesus said to Simon, “Do 
not be afraid; from now on you shall catch men.”  And when they had brought their boats to land, they left 
all and followed Him. 
  
At that time Jesus took His stand on a level stretch, with a crowd of His disciples, and a great multitude of 
people from all Judea and Jerusalem, and the sea coast of Tyre and Sidon, who came to listen to Him and 
to be healed of their diseases.  And those who were troubled with unclean spirits were cured.  And all the 
crowd were trying to touch Him, for power went forth from Him and healed all.  And He lifted up His eyes to 
His disciples, and said, “Blessed are you poor, for yours is the kingdom of God.  Blessed are you who 
hunger now, for you shall be satisfied.  Blessed are you who weep now, for you shall laugh.  Blessed shall 
you be when men hate you, and when they shut you out, and reproach you, and reject your name as evil, 
because of the Son of Man.  Rejoice on that day and exult, for behold your reward is great in heaven.”
