Troparion: 
Thou didst descend from on high, O Merciful One!  Thou didst accept the three-day burial to free us from 
our sufferings!  O Lord, our Life and Resurrection:  glory to Thee! 
  
O Prophet and Forerunner of the coming of Christ,  in spite of our honor and devotion we are unable to give 
you worthy praise, through your glorious and noble birth your mother’s childlessness was ended, your 
father’s tongue was freed, and the incarnation of the Son of God was proclaimed to the world. 
  
We the faithful all praise Hierótheus, the disciple of Paul,  Hierarch of Athens,  the world’s teacher and a 
preacher of the Faith, who revealed to us Christ’s Mysteries  and poured forth streams of godly doctrine.  
His life was well-pleasing to God, who is greatly merciful.  
 
Kontakion: 
By rising from the tomb, Thou didst raise the dead and resurrect Adam.  Eve exults in Thy Resurrection, 
and the world celebrates Thy Rising from the dead, O greatly Merciful One! 
  
Steadfast Protectress of Christians, constant advocate before the Creator, despise not the entreating cry 
of us sinners, but in your goodness come speedily to help us who call on you in faith.  Hasten to hear our 
petition and to intercede for us, O Theotokos, For you always ever protect those who honor you! 
  
Prokeimenon in the 8th Tone: 
Pray and make your vows before the Lord our God! 
(Vs.)  In Judah God is known;  His name is great in Israel!  
  

Epistle: 
The reading from the Epistle of the Holy Apostle Paul to the Corinthians.  (2 Cor. 6:16-7:1) 
  
Brethren, what agreement has the temple of God with idols? For we are the temple of the living God; as 
God said, "I will live in them and move among them, and I will be their God, and they shall be my people.  
Therefore come out from them, and be separate from them, says the Lord, and touch nothing unclean; then 
I will welcome you,  and I will be a father to you,  and you shall be my sons and daughters,  says the Lord 
Almighty."  Since we have these promises, beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from every defilement of body 
and spirit, and make holiness perfect in the fear of God.    
  
Alleluia Verses: 
Come let us rejoice in the Lord!  Let us make a joyful noise to God our Savior! 
(Vs.)  Let us come before His face with thanksgiving; let us make a joyful noise to Him with psalms! 
  
Gospel: 
The Holy Gospel According to St. Luke.  (Chapter 6:31-36) 
  
The Lord said, “Even as you wish men to do to you, so also do you to them.  And if you love those who love 
you, what merit have you?  For even sinners love those who love them.  And if you do good to those who 
do good to you, what merit have you?  For even sinners do that.  And if you lend to those from whom you 
hope to receive in return, what merit have you?  For even sinners lend to sinners that they may get back 
as much in return.  But love your enemies, and do good, and lend, not hoping for any return, and your 
reward shall be great, and you shall be children of the Most High, for He is kind towards the ungrateful and 
evil.  Be merciful, therefore, even as your Father is merciful.
