Epistle:
The reading from the Epistle of the Holy Apostle Paul to the Corinthians. (2 Cor. 6:16-7:1)

Brethren, what agreement has the temple of God with idols? For we are the temple of the living God; as God said, "I

will live in them and move among them, and I will be their God, and they shall be my people. Therefore come out
from them, and be separate from them, says the Lord, and touch nothing unclean; then I will welcome you, and I will
be a father to you, and you shall be my sons and daughters, says the Lord Almighty." Since we have these promises,
beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from every defilement of body and spirit, and make holiness perfect in the fear of
God.

Alleluia Verses:
Come let us rejoice in the Lord! Let us make a joyful noise to God our Savior!
(Vs.) Let us come before His face with thanksgiving; let us make a joyful noise to Him with songs of praise!

Gospel:
The Holy Gospel According to St. Luke. (Chapter 8:5-15)

The Lord told this parable: “The sower went out to sow his seed. And as he sowed, some seed fell by the wayside
and was trodden underfoot, and the birds of the air ate it up. And other seed fell upon the rock, and as soon as it had
sprung up it withered away, because it had no moisture. And other seed fell among thorns, and the thorns sprang up
with it and choked it. And other seed fell upon good ground, and sprang up and yielded fruit a hundredfold.” As He
said these things He cried out, “He who has ears to hear, let him hear!” But His disciples then began to ask Him what
this parable meant. He said to them, “To you it is given to know the mystery of the kingdom of God, but to the rest
in parables, that ‘Seeing they may not see, and hearing they may not understand.” Now the parable is this: the seed
is the word of God. And those by the wayside are they who have heard; then the devil comes and takes away the word
from their heart, that they may not believe and be saved. Now those upon the rock are they who, when they have
heard, receive the word with joy; and these have no root, but believe for a while, and in time of temptation fall away.
And that which fell among the thorns, these are they who have heard, and as they go their way are choked by the cares
and riches and pleasures of life, and their fruit does not ripen. But that upon good ground, these are they who, with a
right and good heart, having heard the word, hold it fast, and bear fruit in patience.” When He had said this, He cried
out, “He who has ears to hear, let him hear.”
